MINUTES OF THE 
MEETING OF HORTON PARISH COUNCIL
Which was held on Wednesday 23rd March 2022
At Horton Village Hall at 7.45pm

AGENDA

PRESENT: Cllrs Fannon, Morgan, Hatherell, Craig, Harrison and Ward Cllr Pat Trull
APOLOGIES: There were none.
DECLARATION OF INTERESTS: There were no declarations of interest.
MINUTES:  Minutes of the meeting held 26th January were confirmed and signed as correct.     
MATTERS ARISING:
Councillors – there were none.
Councillor Trull reported that Nicola Chidley for the ROW dept at SGC had retired.  She provided up to date maps with Horton’s ROWs.  
Discussion was held on the Local Plan –  Horton is on the list for investigation for some possible growth.  Cllr Trull advised that all should make their voices heard, to attend meetings offered and engage so that residents have their say.  Cllr Trull suggested that Cllr Rush attend our next meeting in order to explain further as this is his field of expertise.  Clerk to invite Cllr Rush.

AGENDA ITEM:
Public Participation – any member of the public wishing to speak will be given 3 minutes to speak on items on the agenda.  If they wish to raise any other matters, they should write to the clerk for inclusion in the next meeting or may do so at the Chair’s discretion.  NB no decisions can be made for matters raised which are not on the agenda – they may be added to the agenda for the next meeting if necessary.

Village Safety – Anything to report?  Cllr Hatherell advised that the No Through Road sign at the entrance to Vinney Lane had been knocked over and required replacement.  Clerk to advise SGC.
Bus Shelter    - Clerk reported that she had contacted 4 different contractors for quotations for removal of the asbestos with no response from any other than SGC who said they were extremely busy and to go elsewhere for a quicker quote.  SGC have been chased several times as it has been some months since the original request.  Cllr Trull will chase this.

Possible extension to village hall car park – Katharine Lea-Wilson was invited to the meeting to advise HPC of the proposed extension. It was noted that this is a VHC project.  KL-W advised that current space allowed for 22 cars to park which causes extra vehicles to spill out onto the road to park when for example, there is a wedding.  The hall can easily cater for 100 guests and so there is potential for up to 50 cars.   The proposal is to straighten the current parking area, which is tapered towards the hedge end, so that extra cars may be parked.  This will allow for 36 cars.  Improvement to the area leading up to and outside the pavilion is proposed so extra cars may park there – this will be gated using a swinging style arm.  There will be a street light at the far end of the car park and people will be encouraged to close the gate upon leaving to deter unwanted cars parking there.  The pot holes are to be repaired and reflectors replaced on the logs along the drop edge of the car park.  Trees are to be planted around the edge.   

Noticeboard – Cllr Fannon and Hatherell had restored and rehung the PC noticeboard and gave the key to the clerk.   It was suggested that HPC might use the VHC noticeboard, for the clerk to have a key to this and a designated area within the board purely for HPC papers.  Clerk will check whether it is a legal requirement to have their own separate board and report back at the next meeting.

Archives – Cllr Fannon has the old bound minute books and various other old items in storage at his home.  Clerk asked for these to be returned to her so that she can document what we have.  Alternatives for safe storage to be considered – purchase of fire/waterproof boxes, documents to go to Glos Archives etc.  Cllr Fannon wished it noted that he preferred the documents to stay in the village.  To be considered and agreed at the next meeting once documentation finished and alternative storage solutions discussed.

 
RECENT CORRESPONDENCE:
An email was received from the treasurer of the Village Hall Committee asking if the PC might consider an increase in their grant to the VH for grass cutting.  Clerk advised that the precept for 2022 had already been set with a budget of £700 for the grant for this year.  Clerk advised the treasurer to be in touch again at the end of the year with a further request so that it may be considered when setting the budget and precept for 2023.  Noted.

Planning Enforcement Training Meeting –   Cllr Craig attended the meeting and gave her report  and encouraged all councillors to attend these meetings when offered as they are extremely beneficial.
There were no applications to consider, however a decision notice was received after the agenda was posted, advising that the planning application at Bix Farm, King Lane, Horton had been withdrawn.  PK/21/06490/F.    Noted.
P22/00481/TCA – Horton Court, Upper Chalkley Lane, Horton.  An application was received in respect of the felling of 3 x Ash trees and 1 x Horse Chestnut tree to give approx. 4m drive clearance situated in the Hawkesbury Conservation Area.   Cllrs were emailed for their comments and had no objections to this application.  Clerk advised SGC.  A decision notice has been received advising that SGC have no objection to this application.  Noted.
