DECLARATION OF INTERESTS – there were none
MINUTES:  Minutes of the meetings held 25th May and 29th June were confirmed and signed as correct.     
MATTERS ARISING:
Councillors – See village safety below.
Councillor Rush – advised that the revised timetable for The Local Plan suggests that it will be delayed.
Advised that Vinney Green Secure Unit in Mangotsfield has received a dreadful OFSTED inspection report and has suggested that SGC run the institution instead.  A recovery plan is in place.

AGENDA ITEM:
Public Participation – any member of the public wishing to speak will be given 3 minutes to speak on items on the     agenda.  If they wish to raise any other matters, they should write to the clerk for inclusion in the next meeting or may do so at the Chair’s discretion.  NB no decisions can be made for matters raised which are not on the agenda – they may be added to the agenda for the next meeting if necessary.

Village Safety – There is a raised man hole cover by a verge marker post which is broken on the hill.  RC to report to SGC requesting repair.

Trees are overhanging the School road sign making it difficult to spot.  RC to ask the landowner to cut them back.
DM advised that he had repaired the bench on the hill.  It is unclear as to who the bench belongs to and who is to oversee repairs.  It is not on the HPC asset register.
It was noted that the speed indicator sign was back in place by the village hall.
It was noted that cars visiting the school were parking in front of the new bin and also the salt bin making it impossible for SGC to empty the bin/fill the salt bin.  Clerk to write to the school asking them to keep clear.
Little Sodbury Update – no update has been received from SGC.  Appears to be moving forward as the planning application to follow is for Little Sodbury.
Bank Mandate Updates – it was agreed that Cllrs Harrison and Craig be added as signatories to the bank mandates and that Cllr Morgan would move this forward at the bank in person once next steps advised by the clerk.  
Archives – this item was deferred to the next meeting when Cllr Fannon would be present as he currently holds the archives.
 

PLANNING:
Housing Strategy Pop-Up Mtg – report from attendees

P22/03983/PNA –  Prior notification has been received of the intention to erect 1no. agricultural storage tank on Land North West Of Grickstone Farm Grickstone Farm Lane, Little Sodbury South Gloucestershire BS37 6QY.  Cllrs had great concerns over the filling of the tanks from the public highway – there appears to be no other access to enable this to be done and felt that it would be dangerous.  They noted that a bridle path also crosses the main A46 at this point so a tanker unloading here would also cause   They also noted that a floating roof is compulsory requirement, not an optional one.  Clerk to advise SGC.
