1 Road surface conditions in general and in particular with regards to the upcoming closure of Horton Hill for repairs to the sewers, 17th to 28th June and from the 1st to 5th July

Cllrs, whilst welcomed these much needed repairs,  were in complete agreement that the suggested road diversions via Little Sodbury Hill and Upper Chalkley Lane are completely unsuitable.   Both lanes are in appalling condition, both the surfaces and the verges, due to use of heavy farm vehicles and the lack of proper repair over many years.
Cllrs agreed that this diversion posed safety concerns for pedestrians, cyclist and horse riders.   
The roads are single lane with very few passing/pull in places.  This would cause severe holdups for any emergency vehicles trying to access the village.  The bus service would also be hugely affected causing issues for those going to work/medical appointments.
Neither road is suitable for the two milk tankers collecting twice daily.
There is no speed limit on these lanes and have been many accidents.
Sewer covers are raised in several places causing vehicles to swerve to avoid.
There will be potential chaos at school pick up and drop off times due to not just this additional traffic but those commuting to work.
Cllrs suggested that the use of Badminton Road/St Johns Way would be more

                    Clerk to also advise both farms whose milk tankers will be affected to give
                    advance warning.
